Suggested Meeting Agenda
1. Introductions all around, including the Rep/Senator  (it’s useful to check now on how much time the Rep is prepared to spend with the group).

a.  Ask everybody to provide a little information about themselves and talk about their primary environmental interest or concerns (limit to 2 minutes each).  

b.  Ask the Rep. to briefly talk about themselves and their personal legislative priorities.
2. Discussion of Sierra Club’s Priorities for the Legislature 
a. Go over the issues listed at:

b. Try to get the legislator to commit to a stance on these issues
c. Take notes on what the legislator says, especially if they take a stance. Email your notes to mike.berkowitz@sierraclub.org after the meeting has occurred.
d. Make sure to leave them with copies of any position statements you brought
3.    Discuss any local environmental issues of concern or other issues pertinent to this lawmaker
4.    Any final concerns or thoughts. 

a.  Indicate that Sierra Club is interested in having these in-district meetings every three months or so. 
b.  Make sure everyone knows how to reach the Rep/Senator at the Capitol and in the district.
