Here is a suggested calls script for calling Sierra Club members to join you at an in-district meeting. These calls should not be hard – you’re not asking for money, but simply calling to invite fellow members to a meeting with the person who represents them in Lansing.

You, of course, will get a few people who don’t want to be contacted by phone. If that’s the case, please make note of that person and let the Chapter office know. Simply send an email with the person’s name, indicating that they don’t want to receive phone calls, to mike.berkowitz@sierraclub.org. 

Here’s a suggested script. Adjust it to suit your conversational style:

Hello, my name is ______________ and I’m a member of the Sierra Club from city___________. I’m serving as the volunteer “District Leader” for our State House/Senate District, served by Rep/Senator ______________.

I’m calling to invite you to a meeting I’ve scheduled with Rep/Senator ____________ on _______________. The meeting is an opportunity for you and other Sierra Club members in our district to better get to know our representative and talk to him/her about environmental interests of concern to you and our community. I’m hoping to have about 5 or 6 people attend this meeting. 
I’ll be leading the meeting, and talking to the Rep/Senator about ReEnergize Michigan! Campaign, which is a campaign led by the Sierra Club and other groups to get stronger clean energy policies enacted in Michigan in order to create new jobs. But, we’ll also just spend some time getting to know our representative and talking about any local environmental issues of concern. Would you like to join me? 

Details of the meeting are:  Date, Time, Location
If they are not interested – thank them for their time. And, ask if they’d like to be notified of other upcoming meetings and events. If so, please get their email address!!
If they are definitely or maybe interested, let them know you’ll call to confirm their participation the day before the meeting and to make sure they know where to meet you at the meeting location.
