3 Water Observations

SMELL the WATER

Looks, what does the water look like T what color,
which direction does it flow, is it flowing, turbid, foamy,
take pictures!

Is there any housing near this drain?

Take your pictures, samples, DO before you call in a
discharge.

If you have a DO meter, take a picture of reading on
the meter with water in the background ( This will give
you evidence of temperature, DO, looks of the water,
time and date on your camera)!

If you suspect a discharge take a picture of your water
samples at the location.



3 Filing a Complaint

PEAS Hotline - 800-292-4706

Tell the PEAS operator you have a manure discharge to waters of the state!

Your name, address, phone number, what company your with

Name, address, phone number of the facility that is discharging

Location i township, county, section number

Know which drains it is discharging to if possible ( example: roadside ditch on the west
side of US 127 south to Fisher Lake)

DO NOT CALL IN FALSE ALARMS, you will lose credibility.

3 TWO MINUTE RULE! Do not stay at a site any longer than necessary. You do not
want to draw attention to what you are doing.

NO CONFRONTATION if at all possible, drive away you can come back later. Take
pictures if they follow you, or if they come at you, etc.

Local roads in Michigan are 33 feet from the center of the road for road right of way, state
highways vary from 50 to 100 feet from the center of the road, obtain a map from
MDOT for the location you will be monitoring on a state highway( areas vary).
